Christopher Lynch has spent most of his life around Midway Airport on Chicago’s southwest side where
his family ran Monarch Air Service for over six decades. His research and collection of Midway photos
and memorabilia was the basis of a WTTW-Channel 11 documentary on Midway that was broadcast as
part of the highly-acclaimed “Chicago Stories” series.
